It is not uncommon in new construction for cracks to develop in the walls/ceilings due to drying/shrinkage of the structural
material. The condition of walls behind wall coverings, paneling and furnishings cannot be judged. Only the general
condition of visible portions of floors is included in this inspection. As a general rule, cosmetic deficiencies are considered
normal wear and tear and are not reported. Determining the source of odors or like conditions is not a part of this
inspection. Floor covering damage or stains may be hidden by furniture. The condition of floors underlying floor
coverings is not inspected. Many older homes have 9x9 floor tiles, most of these tiles can be assumed to contain
asbestos fibers as part of the binder components, only a laboratory analysis can give positive identification (most floor
covering technicians would advise leaving the material in place and covering over with new floor covering).
